1 B
 The woman says ‘Anyway, I’m thinking of just jumping on the airport shuttle service that passes near our 

road …’ The shuttle service must be a bus because the trains are on strike and the shuttle ‘passes near our 
road’.

2 A
 The woman has already done the shopping, so the man offers to tidy up the living room. The woman says 

‘The living room can be done once that’s out of the way.’ ‘That’ refers to ‘get[ting] a wash on’ and the man 
replies ‘OK, I’ll go and gather up their stuff then.’

3 C
 The man says ‘But what about that pool! It was Olympic-sized, wasn’t it?’ and the woman replies ‘It sure 

was! I could’ve spent a lot longer in it.’ The man then says ‘Me too,’ showing that this is something they 
both liked about the venue.

4 A
 The lecturer tells the student that both his photos and charts are fine, but says that his presentation needs 

to emphasize key information: ‘What I would just say is consider adding a few more headings.’
5 B
 The shop assistant says ‘There’s a bit of an issue with the keyboard, I’m afraid,’ meaning that this is the item 

the shop is unable to deliver.
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Listening Part 2 Page 6
1 A
 All of the camp’s zones have full-time members of staff and maps, but ‘the Brown Zone also has an 

emergency mobile’. The representative says, ‘You won’t be charged for using this,’ meaning that the phone 
is free.

2 C
 The holiday camp representative says ‘What we do need to do is make a final check on the walkways 

around the pool to ensure they’re as safe as they can possibly be.’
3 B
 ‘He just had to take some time off as his daughter’s getting married this weekend’ means that the golf 

instructor is unavailable due to family commitments, because his daughter is a member of his family. 
4 C
 The representative says ‘it’s only the grown-ups who can get involved’, and then adds ‘Oh yes, and of 

course, 13–18-year-olds, too’, meaning that both adults and teenagers can take sailing classes. 
5 C
 The representative says ‘our first aid team is available on a 24-hour basis’ meaning that the first aid team is 

available at any time of the day or night.

Listening Part 3 Page 7
1 both
 The woman says ‘That’s easy for them to say, though, when they’re on that side of the stage!’ and the 

man is sympathizing with her when he says ‘They’re hardly the ones going through all those hours of 
rehearsals!’ The woman confirms that they agree with one another by saying ‘So, that’s that settled then.’

2 woman
 The woman suggests a comic act when she says ‘Should we introduce something different to the line-up 

this year? Like, say, a comedy act?’ but the man eventually changes his mind and decides that this is not a 
good idea: ‘Hmm … on second thoughts, I think we’d better stay away from jokes.’

3 both
 The man says ‘How about a dance act?’ and the woman agrees this is a good idea when she says ‘I’m on 

board with that.’ The man confirms that he thinks this will be popular by saying ‘it could be a real crowd 
pleaser!’

4 man
 The man says he ‘wasn’t sure about the committee idea … wasn’t convinced it’d work out’, but was happy 

to be ‘proved wrong’. The woman, on the other hand, thinks having students on the committee was a 
‘nuisance.’

5 both
 The man says ‘We’ve got a big staff meeting coming up … that might be the right time to talk about it …’ 

and the woman agrees, ‘That makes sense,’ even though the show is still a while away. This means that 
they are both prioritizing convenience.

Listening Part 4 Page 8
1 B
 The woman says ‘I’m just saying if you’ve seen one piece of abstract art, you’ve seen them all really’, 

meaning that she thinks all abstract art looks the same and is therefore ‘uninspiring.’
2 A
 The man says ‘I’ll be there as soon as I possibly can. Just go ahead and start without me.’ This means he is 

‘running late’.
3 C
 Options A and B relate to the topics of last week’s episode of the documentary. This week, the man says, 

the show is going to ‘look at how people went about preparing food’.
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4 B
 The woman wants the organization to get involved in her project because she’d ‘love to be able to present 

them [her parents] with our full family history’, but hasn’t been able to find out about all of her ancestors. 
She is calling the organization because she wants their help with this. 

5 C
 The woman says that her friend has contacted her and has offered to help with ‘planning the evening 

events’, but cannot attend the wedding because she will not be back in time. She says ‘I do think she 
could’ve made a bit more of an effort’, showing that she is ‘disappointed’ by this.

Reading Part 1 Pages 9–10
1 A
 ‘If you recognize this activity on your account’ refers to the download that has just been made. Emma 

would need to think about when she last made a download in order to check whether she made the last 
one herself.

2 C
 Options A and B are not correct because ‘if the position you play has changed’ and ‘whether there have 

been any updates to the match schedule’ refer to hypothetical changes in the future. The change that 
is definitely taking place is that ‘As of today, any future changes concerning the basketball team will be 
displayed on the noticeboard in the reception area.’

3 C
 Lucy wants Amy to tell her whether Matthew is planning on ‘stopping over’ (staying) at the flat at the 

weekend. She says ‘I’ll do the rest,’ so she will make the booking herself. She points out that there is ‘a strict 
cancellation policy’, but she does not ask Lucy to read it.

4 C
 The advert says that the company will ‘grind them [the beans] according to your brewing method’. In other 

words, the beans will be supplied in a way that is suitable for the way in which the reader prepares coffee.
5 B
 Jem needs to contact the college ‘by the end of the week’ or his place will be offered to ‘somebody on the 

reserve list.’ If there is a ‘reserve list’, this means that a lot of people are interested in doing the course and 
so ‘demand for places is high’.

6 A
 Tom will not be back from his holiday ‘until the weekend’ so he ‘rang [Patrick] last night’ to explain what 

Claire needs to do with the letter. Patrick is ‘going to work’, but Claire ‘can pick the letter up this morning’ 
because ‘Ed is home till lunchtime.’ Option B is not correct because there is no mention of checking with 
Ed. Tom will be back at the weekend so there would be no reason for Claire to collect the letter then, 
meaning that option C is also incorrect.

Reading Part 2 Page 11
1 D
 This website meets all of Ella’s requirements. It has ‘journalists review[ing] a selection of new releases each 

week’, ‘news on who’s playing live around the world’ and ‘a small library of tracks available without charge’. 
Website B is an attractive option because it meets two of the requirements, but it is not the correct answer 
because it does not offer free downloads. Website C offers free downloads and ‘reviews of new releases’ 
but there is nothing about tour dates.

2 C
 This website meets all of Tim’s requirements. It has ‘blogs posted by site members’, ‘in-depth interviews 

about an artist’s background and musical inspiration’, and allows people to ‘print music [they] want to 
learn to play.’ Website A has interviews with artists, but does not offer sheet music or ‘the views of other 
music lovers’, while Website B has members’ blogs, but does not have interviews with artists or sheet 
music.

3 B
 This website meets all of Zoe’s requirements. It has ‘an unparalleled selection of world music’, ‘many 

members have blogs’, and it has ‘predictions for major music prizes’. Website C has interviews with artists 
and members’ blogs, but since it does not offer world music, it is not the correct answer.
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4 C
 This website meets all of Simon’s requirements. It has ‘regular reviews of new releases’, accounts which are 

‘free of charge and allow you to download music from the sizeable library’, and a ‘noticeboard’ with ‘ad[s] 
for ‘second-hand instrument[s]’. Website B has instruments for sale and ‘new release reviews’, but it does 
not offer free downloads.

5 A
 This website meets all of Monica’s requirements. It is ‘the place to visit if you’re hunting down a track that’s 

difficult to get’, has ‘regular updates on the lucky winners of the latest awards’, and ‘a number of online 
interviews’. Website B meets two of Monica’s requirements, but it is not the correct answer because it only 
has ‘new releases’, not ‘early jazz’.

6 B
 This website meets all of Alex’s requirements. It has ‘new release reviews’, ‘sections on upcoming tours’ and 

says that if you ‘have an instrument to sell, you get access to a wide community of musicians’, meaning 
that Alex will be able to buy a replacement drum kit. Website C may be tempting because it has reviews 
and instruments for sale. However, it does not provide concert dates.

Reading Part 3 Page 12
1 E
 The sentence before the gap refers to crew members harvesting romaine lettuces. Option E begins with a 

reference to ‘eating them’ – in other words, eating romaine lettuces. Option B is tempting, but does not fit 
because Scott Kelly describes the taste of the lettuces and he could only do this if he had eaten them.

2 G
 The sentence before the gap talks about the need to ‘improve the methods needed to grow plants in orbit’. 

This links with ‘to achieve this’ at the beginning of option G, which is followed by an explanation of what the 
experiment is designed to find out. ‘They’ in option G also links back to the plants in the previous sentence.

3 B
 The sentence before the gap refers to ‘an earlier’ experiment. This is described at the beginning of option B 

as ‘this occasion.’ There is also in option B a brief description of what happened during the experiment.
4 D
 The sentence before the gap refers to ‘resupply flights’, which links with the reference at the beginning 

of option D: ‘They become increasingly difficult’. Option G is tempting, but is not a key because the ‘they’ 
here refers to plants, and this does not appear in the text before the gap.

5 C
 The sentence before the gap mentions the ‘nutritional benefits’ of ‘fresh foods’ and option C gives an 

example of these – ‘the antioxidants provided by tomatoes and red lettuce’.
6 F
 The text before the gap refers to the ‘psychological benefit’ of eating fresh food. This point is developed in 

option F with a description of how astronauts feel about having plants on board the ISS.

Reading Part 4 Page 13
1 C
 White says she’s ‘more interested in encouraging people to give sailing a go’, meaning that she wants more 

people to try sailing. If more people are able to try a sport, it becomes more ‘accessible.’
2 C
 White admits that she ‘started to think it (‘the hype’, meaning other people’s exaggerated opinions of her) 

was all true’, but that when she was ‘alone out in the Atlantic the cracks soon appear[ed]’.
3 A
 ‘It’ is a pronoun which refers back to the object in the first clause – ‘hype.’ There are also contextual clues 

that ‘it’ in this sentence refers to ‘hype’. ‘Hype’ tends to refer to exaggerated claims made in the press or on 
social media. It is possible that you would think exaggerated claims about your abilities were ‘true.’

4 C
 The fact that White ‘brushes … aside’ negative press and that she is ‘busy … staying focused’ tells us that 

‘she is not easily distracted from her goals’.
